Law Society – Unhappy with the imposed 4 positions.

Drama – Web & Media/Socials combined but they have an extra Stage Manager position.

Bring up at next meeting to change the elected members who can represent each committee with regard to voting.

Sci-Fi – Asked for clarification that it will be an agenda point for the next Council.

6. Rules and Regulations Amendments
Rules and regulations discussions were deferred to the next meeting.
7. Emerging Clubs
Societies Council received a short presentation speech from each emerging club detailing their history and why they wished to be a part of the Athletic Union.

Origami – Had 37 people sign up at Freshers Fayre, 10 people came to the intro session held every other Tuesday 3-5, meet up and fold various things.


Vote: For – 18, Against – 0

Orchestra – 82 people were interested (staff and students), original interest was from a fresher who doesn’t want to run the society so actively looking for a committee. As such deferred to next meeting.

Howard League – Not present, deferred to next meeting.
8. Engine Shed – Fever Pitch
Discussion point on the Wednesday night event affiliated with the Athletic Union. Currently there are 50 tickets (maximum 2 tickets per committee) on a first come first served basis.

Gloria (ACS) – Floor gets very sticky
Will (Drama) – Society members used to show their AU cards to get money from the ticket sales, what happened to that?

MY – That system was subject to abuse by people who used others AU cards etc. It was replaced by the free ticket system.

Action: MY to clarify with Vix Simpson about the use of tickets but thinks they are meant for committee members only, not to be used as prizes/rewards.

Brigitte (ACS) – More variety needed on music, same playlist every week gets boring.

Beth (Cheerleaders) – Can the photo slideshow be updated throughout the year to include new pictures?

MY – Yes, send pictures in a zip file and they can be added throughout.
9. Tower Bar
Discussion as to why the Tower Bar is underused.
Sports teams get free food after matches, but food can be provided for society meetings, however the Tower Bar will need to be warned in advance if this is required.
Brigitte (ACS) – Can door entry be charged for Tower Bar takeover?

MY – Yes, can also sell tickets in advance through the box office. All money from door entry goes to the society.

International Politics – Could societies run a ball?

MY – Yes but there would be associated costs with food, entertainments, extra set up etc.

Brigitte (ACS) – If want to do own food for an event is that possible?

MY – Have to follow catering policy, public liability insurance, disclaimer forms etc. Or can hire in an outside caterer to do events.

Epeonian Society – Clarification of what food is available.

Action: MY to circulate a list of contacts for committee members.

Talent Show in November for Children in Need, societies get to keep money from tickets they sell in advance and can also compete for prize money.

Gloria (ACS) – 2p Fridays. ACS will be asking for 2ps every other Friday, all money will be donated to Sickle Cell Anaemia charity.

Horse Riding – Possibility of using the courtyard outside the library for a sponsored treadmill run to raise money.

Discussion of marathon around Brayford, each society doing 1 lap to achieve a collective AU marathon length.

Academic Societies debate – Each society gets a tutor and a representative to debate against each other on topics (eg ID cards and best kebab in Lincoln). Student or tutor who wins gets to keep the door money for example as a prize.

MY – Pub crawl idea banned by police but there is potential for an AU trip somewhere for a night out. Societies can do nights out and social events as long as they aren’t advertised on posters as pub crawls.
